
1. Read Acts 10:36-38

• What does Luke tell us about how Jesus did all 
that He did?

• Give examples of ways we see in scripture that God was with Jesus, empowering Him. 

2. Read John 16:5-9

• Put yourself in the disciples shoes. Discuss what they would be thinking & feeling 
hearing this?

• If this is still true today, what practical difference should having the Holy Spirit make in 
our lives today?

3. Read  John 2:6

• What does it mean to “walk in the same way in which Jesus walked?”

• Along the same lines, discuss the following quote from John Holden that was quoted 
in the sermon. “In the spiritual as in the natural world there is a law which teaches that 
the same cause will, under the same conditions, produce the same consequence. Hence, 
under the same conditions of surrender and dependence as in which our Lord lived His 
earthly life,  the same cause - the Eternal Spirit - will produce the same consequence, and 
our lives can thus be like His life (in kind though not in degree).”

4. What are practical ways we can grow in being more dependent upon Jesus through the 
Holy Spirit?

• Consider making an “I Will statement.” Pick a practical way to grow in this week and 
say, “This week I will….” For example. “This week I will take a moment to ask the Lord to 
show me how to love my co-workers before I get out of my car at work each day.”.
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
